ASSISTANT OUTDOOR EDUCATION GUIDE

INFORMATION SHEET FOR WHITEHORSE SCHOOLS 

ADMINISTRATIVE STAFF, PRINICIPALS AND SUPERINTENDENTS

Definition/Scope:

The Assistant Outdoor Education Guide (AOEG) position is responsible for providing expert advice, instruction, facilitation and assist with supervision for various outdoor activities to support the delivery of a wide range of experiential outdoor programs for Yukon K-12 students.

Qualification:

For an individual to qualify as an Assistant Outdoor Education Guide, they must meet all of the following criteria:
​​​​​​

1. Possess at least one of the following certifications: 

· BC Sea Kayak Guide Alliance (SKGABC)

· NOLS Instructor Course (any specialized field)

· Outdoor Council of Canada (instructor level)

· One year outdoor training in an outdoor specialized school (diploma necessary) 

· Outward Bound Instructor Level

· Flatwater Canoe Instructor (RCABC, CRCA or equivalent) 

· Moving Water Canoe Course 

· Swift Water Rescue or River Rescue Training 

· Sea-kayak Level Instructor 1

· Assistant Ski Guide Certification (ACMG)

· Assistant Hiking Guide Certification (ACMG)

· Assistant Rock Guide Certification (ACMG)

· Assistant Alpine Guide Certification (ACMG)

· Tope-rope Climbing Instructor (ACMG)
2. A valid Wilderness Advanced First Aid, Wilderness First Aid, or Canadian Ski Patrol System Certification. Minimum 40-hour course.  

3. A full season (summer or winter) of guiding in a leadership role.

4. A RCMP security clearance and submit it to Yukon Education, Human Resources. 

Guidelines:

1. Generally there will be one Assistant Outdoor Education Guide per trip. 
2. The teaching staff and/or administration will determine who is the AOEG and who is/are substitute personnel.
3. The AOEG’s certification should be relevant to the activities planned for the field trip. 

4. The rate of pay for daytrips is $31.12 per hour. A ‘daytrip’ constitutes hours similar to 8:30 am – 4:30pm. The additional allowance for multiday trips of $93.36 per day. The term ‘multiday’ means that the AOEG is overnighting with the group of students. 

5. Pay for a partial days will be prorated. 
6. Assistant Outdoor Education Guides may only be hired for complex outdoor trips.
