Paint Chips

This quick and easy sensory based activity allows students to explore the wide range of natural colours that exist in nature.

Procedure
It’s all too easy to pass through a forest without noticing the vibrant colours that surround you. Paint Chips challenges students to use their sense of sight to pick out the natural colours found around them and match them to paint chips. Paint chips are easily found on the hardware store shelf. 

Be sure to get a wide variety of paint chips and don’t be afraid to pick some difficult colours. You may be surprised at the variety of colours that are present in nature, particularly during the spring wildflower season.
